Software Installation

• Double click on the downloaded software to install

– Follow installation instructions

• During installation, choose a 

– Username

– Password

– Note: other people can see your full name and username in a 
Skype search

• After Installation, Skype will lead you through a checkout of

– Speakers, microphone, and video camera (do it)



  

Contacts

• After installation, open Skype and find contacts

• Choose (from the menu) Contact > Search for Skype 
Users

– Enter friends name (eg. Barry Jones)

– Scan search results to find friend

– Click Add Contact icon

– Requested contacts can Ok exchange of info



  

Communicating with Contacts

• Select Contacts tab

• First check out your set up using

– Echo/Sound Test Service

– Call them and record a message to be sure your mike/
speakers are working with Skype

• Select a Contact and see if online (green icon)

• If online, send a Text Message, or Call (audio only) or 
Video call
