ur Meetings have shown an im-

provement in attendance and this 

is encouraging us to continue do-

ing the same style of programs and start-

ing time.  Reports from the last meetingõs 

presentation were that all the questions 

had not been answered.  This is unfortu-

nate and the presenter is not to blame as 

we have tried to keep to our ò45 minute 

ruleó and this may have caused Bob to cut 

short his replies.

One of the more serious problems that the 

board is now facing has to do with our 

funds balance.  The rent that we pay for 

our meetings has increased (since we 

started our club in 1985) from $50 to $300 

a month.  This is a 600% increase while our 

dues have remained  the same and our mem-

bership numbers have declined about 20%. 

The club is now in a critical situation and in 

order to keep us functioning some action has 

to be taken.  The board is addressing what 

can be done and we will make a decision be-

fore the fall. Our goal is to keep the club oper-

ating and being able to offer all the amenities 

we have now, (SIGõs, etc.) and to provide 

more.  We will start offering an information 

òHELPó area on the website. Please submit 

your questions and we will either give you an 

easy fix answer or refer you to someone to 

help you for more involved problems.  

 

I will make a full report regarding our findings 

on our financial needs at the September meet-

ing. The board looks forward to your contin-

ued support in our endeavors. We hope to see 

you at the September meeting  

Put your car keys  

 beside your bed at nigh t  

 

Tell your spouse, your children, your 

neighbors, your parents, your Doctor's office 

staff, the check -out girl at the market, every-

one you run across... Put your car keys beside 

your bed at night. It might save their life.  

 

If you hear a noise outside your home or 

someone trying to get into your house, just 

press the panic button for your car. The alarm 

will be set off, and the horn will continue to 

sound until either you turn it off or the car bat-

tery dies.  

 

This tip came from a neighborhood watch co-

ordinator. Next time you come home for the 

night and you start to put your keys away, 

think of this: it's a security alarm system that 

you probably already have and requires no 

installation. Test it.  

 

The alarm will go off from most anywhere inside 

your house and will keep honking until your bat-

tery runs down or until you reset it with the but-

ton on the key fob chain. It works if you park in 

your driveway or in your garage. If your car 

alarm goes off when someone is trying to break 

into your house, after a few seconds all your 

neighbors will be looking out their windows to 

see who is out there, odds are the burglar/rapist 

won't stick around.  

 

Also, remember to carry your keys while walking 

to your car in a parking lot. The alarm can work 

the same way there. This is something that 

should really be shared with everyone. Maybe it 

could save a life or prevent a sexual abuse crime.  

 

Another important use of your car alarm in  any 

emergency, such as a heart attack, where you 

can't reach a phone. You can activate your car 

alarm and possibly create attention to your prob-

lem.
