How to use:

Click on any or all versions newer than the one that you are using and review the new features that have been added to that version. Consider the changes that are applicable to your usage and make your upgrade based on your specific needs/wants.

Note: Quicken retires or ‘sunsets’ older versions periodically. Version 2003 was retired on April 25, 2006. Expect Version 2004 to be retired in April 2007. This will not prevent you from using a retired version. However, Quicken will no longer provide online support or updates.
Express setup:
About Express Setup:

Express setup is available only the first time that you create a new data file. However, as you need additional accounts they can be added manually or with Express Online Setup.

Note: Use of a single data file is recommended since it is not possible to merge data files at a later date. 
When to use:

The Express Setup screen automatically comes up following software installation.

It also comes up when you create a new file.

To create a new data file go to File, New, select New Quicken File radio button, click OK, Type in new file name, click OK, Review the Welcome screen and collect the required data, click Next Step, fill in personal information

Why all the personal questions? Because it makes the “Category” list appropriate to your specific situation.

Q & A’s
1. Track Credit Cards as Bills or Accounts: (click on credit cards under notes on the previous ‘---after setup screen’)
a. As a Bill:

Helps you estimate monthly expenses

b. As an Account

Helps you determine how and where you are spending money. 

Note: You can change from one to the other at any time.

2. While trying to download transactions, Quicken no longer recognizes the        correct account to update:
If the account you want to update already exists in Quicken but you can't select it when importing, Quicken does not recognize the account you are updating. To correct this problem perform the following:
A. Deactivate the online functions of the account for the account you want to update.

Choose the Tools menu > Account List.

Select the account for which you want to deactivate online services, and click Edit.

Click the Online Services tab.

Click Deactivate next to the service you want to disable.

Click Yes to the message asking if you want to disable this service. 
Click OK to the confirmation message.

The Account Details window is refreshed, and the service is listed as Available.
B. Visit your financial institution's Web site, and then click the link on that site to download your Web Connect data into Quicken.

C. Click Use an Existing Quicken Account, and then choose the account from the list provided.

D.  Click the Continue button, your recent account history will be transmitted from your financial institution to your Quicken software.

E. Once the transmission is complete, Quicken will open the Online Center or Online Update Summary. Click Compare to Register or Go to Register. At this window, you can accept your recently downloaded transactions into your Quicken register.
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
