2. Quicken Reports
Overview: Show more detail
Show less detail
Quicken reports display information about finances in a clear, easy-to-read tabular format. To give a visual summary, a report can also be  displayed as bar graphs or pie charts. 
Creating reports and graphs: 

You follow the same basic steps to create all reports and graphs—go to the Reports & Graphs Center. In the Quicken Standard Reports list on the left, select the financial area you want information about, select the report or graph you want, and click Show Report or Show Graph. Quicken displays the reports and graphs you create in the Reports & Graphs window

Changing report and graph settings: 

Anytime you create a report or graph, you can customize it to display just the information that you want to see. You can change the layout, the date range, the accounts to include, and various other settings that vary from report to report. You can also filter the report or graph; for example, you can include transactions with only certain payees or categories, or specific securities. And you can show or exclude hidden categories or accounts from your report. And once you customize a report or graph, you can save and reuse it, making it possible to rerun the report or graph in the future without having to reenter the settings.

Saving and reusing reports and graphs: 

Because it takes time to customize a report or graph, you can save it and reuse it again and again. Saving reports and graphs that filter out transactions is particularly useful. When you save a report or graph, Quicken adds it to the My Saved Reports list in the Reports & Graphs window so that you can easily recall  it again. 
Printing reports and graphs: 

You can print reports and graphs to paper or PDF. You can also print reports to a file.

Copying and transferring report data to other programs: 

Use the Export Data button to export or copy Quicken data to other programs, such as spreadsheet software and word processors. Tabs separate the figures in the Quicken report. If you paste report data into a word-processing document, you may need to set tabs in the document to format the report attractively. Or you can print the report to an ASCII file and then import the file, in which case the report columns are separated by spaces.     Show more detail

Customizing: Choose Reports menu > Reports & Graphs Center > Reports only > Preferences.

 Account display: 
· Select Description to use only the account description in the report.
· Select Name to use only the account name in the report.
· Select Both to use both the account name and the description in the report.
Category display: 
· Select Description to use only the category description in the report.
· Select Name to use only the category name in the report.
· Select Both to use both the category name and the description in the report.
Use color in report: 
Select this check box to display negative amounts in color.
QuickZoom to investment forms: 
· Select this check box to have Quicken take you from a specific transaction you’ve selected in an investment report to the investment form you completed for that transaction.
· Click to clear this check box to have Quicken take you from a specific transaction in an investment report to the entry in the investment transaction list for that transaction.
Remind me to save reports:

Click to clear this check box if you do not want Quicken to remind you to save a report after you have customized it. 
Decimal places for prices and shares: 
Enter the number of decimal places to display in security prices and share amounts. You can enter a number from 0 to 6 to control the number of digits to the right of the decimal point. For example, if the option is set to 4, a price could be 10.1345. With the option set to 2, the same price would appear as 10.13.  

(Note)
· Changing the date range is not considered customization.
· For the capital gains report, Quicken takes you to the Sold transaction in the transaction list whether or not you select this check box.
3. Questions and Answers
Q1. What if the screen flickers, flashes or jumps when using Quicken 2009?

A1.1 Turning off the animation may help resolve this issue.
Open Quicken. 


Click Edit, then choose Preferences > Quicken Program. 


Click Setup in the left pane. 


Uncheck Turn on Animation in the right pane. 
Click OK.
(Note) Other causes of flickering in Quicken can be caused by a conflict between Quicken and other processes running on the computer, outdated device drivers, and/or low system resources.  The most common cause is a video driver conflict. You should check with the manufacturer of your video driver to ensure you have the latest drivers for your video card.  In some cases, reducing the hardware acceleration settings can resolve this issue.

A1.2 In an empty area of the Windows Desktop, right-click and select Properties.
Select the Settings tab, and then click Advanced.
Select the Troubleshoot tab.
In the Hardware acceleration section, move the slider one notch to the left, and then click OK. (may not be available with some display drivers)
Click OK to close the Display Properties window.
Open Quicken.
A1.3 If the issue persists, repeat these steps and move the Hardware Acceleration slider another notch to the left until the issue is resolved.
A1.4 If adjusting the hardware acceleration does not resolve this issue,  shutting down other applications or processes that are not required may help as well.  
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
